The ACADEMIC RESOURCE CENTER (ARC) is part of a quartet of support services
for students that also includes academic counseling, health and wellness
counseling, and pastoral care.

As part of its ongoing commitment to educating

the “whole” child, Christian Brothers enhanced and
expanded its commitment to the arts. It now boasts
an outstanding roster of eight choral groups, seven
instrumental performance groups, three annual theatre
productions and numerous art classes and exhibitions.
